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 NIBOR decreased for the majority of tracked maturities as the  
Local Bourse Sees Mild Gains on Bargain Hunting, ASI Inches 5bps; Naira Eases at I&E as CBN Lifts FX Restrictions to Importers of 43 Restricted Items…. 

The local stock market concluded on a positive note with modest gains, primarily driven by bargain hunters. This led to a 0.05% increase in the benchmark index, 

closing at 67,133.19 points. As a result, the year-to-date gain for the market reached 30.9%, with the market capitalization growing by N17.97 billion to N36.88 

trillion. The surge in bullish sentiment was particularly notable in the Banking and Consumer goods sectors. Key contributors to Thursday's gains included 

THOMASWY (9.79%), COURTVILLE (8.77%), DEAPCAP (8.00%), AFRIPRUD (7.69%), and UNILEVER (6.04%), all experiencing significant upward movements. This 

positive momentum resulted in more gainers (22) than decliners (9) on the exchange. Sectoral performance was a mixed bag, with two of the five tracked indexes 

ending in the green, two remaining relatively flat, and one posting losses. The Banking and Consumer goods indexes led the gainers, advancing by 0.94% and 

0.07%, respectively. In contrast, the Insurance sector faced a decline, plummeting by 1.80%, while the Oil & Gas and Industrial Goods indexes held steady 

compared to the previous session. Trading activity levels on Thursday were lackluster, with a notable decrease in both the total number of deals and trading 

volume. Total deals saw a 0.87% decline, totaling 5,588 trades, and trading volume dropped significantly by 24.62%, reaching 309.32 million units. However, the 

Tepid Trading on Wednesday as ASI Pares Gain by N599bn; Naira Gains 3.03% to Close at ₦1,543.84/$ at Official Market ….  
 

At the close of the trading session on Wednesday, the local bourse All-Share Index experienced a slight dip, falling by 0.07% to close at 95,831.51 points. However, the overall 

market capitalization of listed equities saw a notable increase of 1.10%, reaching N55.05 trillion, translating to a market gain of N599 billion. This surge in market value was 

primarily driven by the supplementary listing of International Breweries' additional rights issue, which boosted its total shares on the exchange from 26.86 billion to 168.29 

billion. Despite the market's overall rise, trading activity was subdued, with a significant decline of 64.44% in volume and a 5.66% drop in value, amounting to 360.56 million units 

and N7.25 billion, respectively. Conversely, the total number of deals saw a slight uptick of 6.24%, closing the day with 8,813 transactions. Sectoral performance was largely 

negative, reflecting cautious investor sentiment. The Banking, Insurance, Consumer Goods, and Oil/Gas indices all posted losses of 0.30%, 0.10%, 0.02%, and 0.08%, respectively. 

The Industrial Goods sector stood out as the lone gainer, with a modest increase of 0.07%. On the individual stock front, the market saw a greater number of gainers (27) 

compared to losers (18). Leading the gainers were IKEJAHOTEL, RTBRISCOE, CUTIX, TANTALIZER, and THOMASWY, with impressive share price increases of +10.00%, +9.76%, 

+9.66%, +9.62%, and +6.96%, respectively. On the flip side, UPL, OANDO, NASCON, MAYBAKER, and CILEASING led the decliners, recording losses of -9.40%, -8.66%, -8.39%, -

5.41%, and -5.08%, respectively. OANDO emerged as the most actively traded stock in terms of both volume and value, with 66.23 million units worth N2.69 billion changing 

hands in 1,795 deals. GTCO followed closely as the second most traded stock of the day.

Money Market 
 

In the money market, banks experienced excess liquidity following 

today's T-bills maturity, which prompted an uptick in the use of the 

Standing Deposit Facility. Consequently, NIBOR rates declined across 

all maturities. Additionally, key money market rates such as the Open 

Repo Rate (OPR) and Overnight Rate (O/N) decreased by 764bps and 

776bps to conclude at 26.05% and 26.60%, respectively. 

 

The Nigerian Interbank Treasury Bills True Yield (NITTY) declined across 

maturities as investor sentiment weakened following today's NTB 

auction. This shift in sentiment led to bearish momentum in the 

secondary market for Nigerian Treasury Bills, pushing the average yield 

up by 0.69% to 20.32%.

Trading in the FGN bond market showed slight positive movement, 

with the average secondary market yield decreasing by 0.01% to 

19.72%.  

 

In the Nigerian sovereign Eurobonds market, bullish sentiment across 

segments of the yield curve led to a decrease in the average yield by
