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 NIBOR decreased for the majority of tracked maturities as the  
Local Bourse Sees Mild Gains on Bargain Hunting, ASI Inches 5bps; Naira Eases at I&E as CBN Lifts FX Restrictions to Importers of 43 Restricted Items…. 

The local stock market concluded on a positive note with modest gains, primarily driven by bargain hunters. This led to a 0.05% increase in the benchmark index, 

closing at 67,133.19 points. As a result, the year-to-date gain for the market reached 30.9%, with the market capitalization growing by N17.97 billion to N36.88 

trillion. The surge in bullish sentiment was particularly notable in the Banking and Consumer goods sectors. Key contributors to Thursday's gains included 

THOMASWY (9.79%), COURTVILLE (8.77%), DEAPCAP (8.00%), AFRIPRUD (7.69%), and UNILEVER (6.04%), all experiencing significant upward movements. This 

positive momentum resulted in more gainers (22) than decliners (9) on the exchange. Sectoral performance was a mixed bag, with two of the five tracked indexes 

ending in the green, two remaining relatively flat, and one posting losses. The Banking and Consumer goods indexes led the gainers, advancing by 0.94% and 

0.07%, respectively. In contrast, the Insurance sector faced a decline, plummeting by 1.80%, while the Oil & Gas and Industrial Goods indexes held steady 

compared to the previous session. Trading activity levels on Thursday were lackluster, with a notable decrease in both the total number of deals and trading 

volume. Total deals saw a 0.87% decline, totaling 5,588 trades, and trading volume dropped significantly by 24.62%, reaching 309.32 million units. However, the 

Bulls Regain Control on Upbeat Sentiment; ASI Rises 0.21%; Naira Strengthens 0.79% to ₦1,593.93 per Dollar….  
 

The bulls regained control of the equities market at the close of Thursday's session, reflecting renewed investor optimism. The All-Share Index climbed by 0.21% to 96,408.22 

points, driven by strong trading activity on the NGX. Total trading volume surged by an impressive 113.19% to 952.13 million units, and the total value of transactions increased 

by 57.30% to N7.13 billion. As a result, the year-to-date return of the index rose to 28.93%. Market capitalization of listed equities also grew by 0.21% to N55.38 trillion, with 

investors gaining N117.70 billion today. Top gainers included OANDO (+9.98%), JBERGER (+9.97%), CORNERST (+9.88%), ETERNA (+9.86%), and DAARCOMM (+9.84%), all of which 

attracted strong buying interest and saw their share prices rise. Conversely, SCOA, JAPAULGOLD, TANTALIZER, FIDSON, and PRESTIGE experienced declines of -9.79%, -7.41%, -

6.76%, -5.45%, and -5.26%, respectively. Sectoral performance remained mostly positive, with the Insurance, Consumer Goods, and Oil/Gas indices posting gains of 1.99%, 1.26%, 

and 0.39%, respectively. However, the Banking and Industrial Goods indices recorded slight losses of 0.75% and 0.01%. At the end of the trading session, CONHALLPLC emerged 

as the most actively traded stock by volume, with 505.79 million units changing hands in 61 trades, while FBNH led in terms of total traded value, amounting to N1.41 billion.
