Local Bourse Sees Mild Gains on Bargain Hunting, ASI Inches 5bps; Naira Eases at I&E as CBN Lifts FX Restrictions to Importers of 43 Restricted Items…. 

The local stock market concluded on a positive note with modest gains, primarily driven by bargain hunters. This led to a 0.05% increase in the benchmark index, 

closing at 67,133.19 points. As a result, the year-to-date gain for the market reached 30.9%, with the market capitalization growing by N17.97 billion to N36.88 

trillion. The surge in bullish sentiment was particularly notable in the Banking and Consumer goods sectors. Key contributors to Thursday's gains included 

THOMASWY (9.79%), COURTVILLE (8.77%), DEAPCAP (8.00%), AFRIPRUD (7.69%), and UNILEVER (6.04%), all experiencing significant upward movements. This 

positive momentum resulted in more gainers (22) than decliners (9) on the exchange. Sectoral performance was a mixed bag, with two of the five tracked indexes 

ending in the green, two remaining relatively flat, and one posting losses. The Banking and Consumer goods indexes led the gainers, advancing by 0.94% and 

0.07%, respectively. In contrast, the Insurance sector faced a decline, plummeting by 1.80%, while the Oil & Gas and Industrial Goods indexes held steady 

compared to the previous session. Trading activity levels on Thursday were lackluster, with a notable decrease in both the total number of deals and trading 

volume. Total deals saw a 0.87% decline, totaling 5,588 trades, and trading volume dropped significantly by 24.62%, reaching 309.32 million units. However, the 

Bulls Return to NGX as ASI Edges Up 0.62%; Naira Slides to ₦1,637.59/$ in Official Market….  
 

On Tuesday, the Nigerian equities market reversed the previous session’s losses, with the All-Share Index rising by 0.62% to close at 96,802.80 points, resulting in a N343 billion 

gain for equity investors. In line with this, the market capitalization of listed equities also increased by 0.62%, reaching N55.63 trillion. Market sentiment was positive, with 31 

gainers outpacing just 19 decliners. Trading activity was mixed; while the total number of deals increased by 17.57% to 12,241 deals, overall trading volumes and values did not 

match the market's optimism, as the total volume and value of trades fell by 47.55% and 9.11%, to 406.19 million units and N13.31 billion, respectively. Sectoral performance 

was mostly subdued. The Banking, Insurance, and Consumer Goods sectors experienced declines of 0.51%, 0.42%, and 0.18%, respectively, reflecting negative investor sentiment. 

However, the Oil & Gas and Industrial Goods sectors posted slight gains of 0.01% each. On the individual stock front, the top performers were SFSREIT (+9.98%), RTBRISCOE 

(+9.93%), CAVERTON (+9.77%), MCNICHOLS (+8.89%), and CUSTODIAN (+8.87%). In contrast, the leading laggards were LEARNFRCA (-9.69%), TIP (-6.77%), JAPAULGOLD (-6.67%), 

AIICO (-4.39%), and NEIMETH (-4.29%). OANDO emerged as the most actively traded stock by both volume and value, with 58.49 million units worth N5.52 billion.

NIBOR fell across the board for most maturities tracked as gauges of 

money market stress eased and banks with liquidity sought lower 

rates. However, key money market rates such as the Open Repo Rate 

(OPR) and Overnight Lending Rate (O/N) increased by 0.53% and 0.48% 

to close at 31.10% and 31.53%, respectively. 

 

Meanwhile, NITTY rose across the board for most tenor buckets 

monitored despite the average secondary market yield on T-bills 

expanding by 0.02% to 18.30%.

In the FGN Bond market, trading activity was mostly quiet, resulting in 

a marginal 0.02% increase in the average yield to 18.74%.   

 

In Nigeria's sovereign Eurobonds market, sell pressure at the short, mid 

and long ends of the yield curve led to a 0.03% increase in the average 

yield to 10.01%. 

 

Foreign Exchange Market 
 

In the foreign exchange market, the Naira depreciated by 3.61% 

against the US dollar in the official market, closing at ₦1,637.59 per 

dollar. Conversely, in the parallel market, it appreciated by 0.60% to 

₦1,645 per dollar. 

 

Global Commodity Market 
 

In the global commodity market, oil prices trended lower on Tuesday, 

with Brent Crude at $69.53 per barrel and WTI at $66.23 per barrel. 

WTI crude fell to its lowest level since November 2021, after OPEC cut 

its demand forecast for the second time in two months. The cuts are 

largely due to weaker oil consumption in China, driven by a surge in 

electric vehicle sales that is dampening traditional fuel demand.
