The local stock market concluded on a positive note with modest gains, primarily driven by bargain hunters. This led to a 0.05% increase in the 

benchmark index, closing at 67,133.19 points. As a result, the year-to-date gain for the market reached 30.9%, with the market capitalization growing 

by N17.97 billion to N36.88 trillion. The surge in bullish sentiment was particularly notable in the Banking and Consumer goods sectors. Key 

contributors to Thursday's gains included THOMASWY (9.79%), COURTVILLE (8.77%), DEAPCAP (8.00%), AFRIPRUD (7.69%), and UNILEVER (6.04%), 

all experiencing significant upward movements. This positive momentum resulted in more gainers (22) than decliners (9) on the exchange. Sectoral 

performance was a mixed bag, with two of the five tracked indexes ending in the green, two remaining relatively flat, and one posting losses. The 

The Bullish Party Continues on the NGX with 0.14% ASI Movement, NIBOR Declines on System Liquidity Ease….  

 

The local stock market opened this week's trading session with bullish momentum, as the All-Share Index (ASI) climbed by 0.14% to close at 98,386.60 points. This 

upward movement was mirrored in the market capitalization, which also rose by 0.14% to ₦56.54 trillion, adding ₦79.7 billion to investors' portfolios. 

Consequently, the year-to-date (YTD) return increased to 31.58%. Sectoral performance was mixed: while the insurance, oil and gas, and industrial sectors 

experienced declines of 0.37%, 0.09%, and 0.07%, respectively, the banking and consumer goods sectors posted gains of 0.95% and 0.24%. The session closed 

with 32 stocks advancing against 20 declining. FCMB (10.00%), MCNICHOLS (10.00%), FIDELITYBK (9.93%), TANTALIZER (9.84%), and HONYFLOUR (9.81%) led the 

gainers, while the top losers were BERGER, DAARCOM, DEAPCAP, NSLTECH, and HONYFLOUR. Trading activity was largely positive, with the number of deals and 

volume rising by 23.06% and 46.23%, reaching 810.43 million units across 10,669 transactions. However, the traded value fell by 18.06%, closing at ₦8.29 billion.
