The local stock market concluded on a positive note with modest gains, primarily driven by bargain hunters. This led to a 0.05% increase in the 

benchmark index, closing at 67,133.19 points. As a result, the year-to-date gain for the market reached 30.9%, with the market capitalization growing 

by N17.97 billion to N36.88 trillion. The surge in bullish sentiment was particularly notable in the Banking and Consumer goods sectors. Key 

contributors to Thursday's gains included THOMASWY (9.79%), COURTVILLE (8.77%), DEAPCAP (8.00%), AFRIPRUD (7.69%), and UNILEVER (6.04%), 

all experiencing significant upward movements. This positive momentum resulted in more gainers (22) than decliners (9) on the exchange. Sectoral 

performance was a mixed bag, with two of the five tracked indexes ending in the green, two remaining relatively flat, and one posting losses. The 

Local Bourse Snaps Sharp Decline by 0.47% to halt Bullish Party, NAIRA gained 5.48% in the FX Market….  

 

The local bourse ended today's trading session on a bearish note as the ASI declined by 0.47% to close at 98,523.56 points, leading to a corresponding drop in 

market capitalization by 0.47%, settling at ₦56.61 trillion. This decline was driven by sell-offs, with investors losing ₦266.5 billion from their portfolios. Despite the 

bearish sentiment, 29 gainers outpaced 26 losers. Among the top gainers were FTNCOCOA (+9.82%), ELLAHLAKES (+9.80%), DEAPCAP (+9.78%), REGALINS 

(+8.62%), and RTBRISCOE (+8.11%). On the flip side, the bottom losers included CAVERTON (-9.73%), CADBURY (-9.39%), ABCTRANS (-8.73%), MCNICHOLS (-

7.89%), and OKOMUOIL (-7.63%). Sectoral performance was largely negative, with the Banking, Oil/Gas, and Industrial goods sectors posting losses of 0.40%, 

0.13%, and 0.05%, respectively, while the Insurance and Consumer goods sectors saw gains of 0.57% and 0.21%, respectively. Trading activity was subdued as the 

number of deals, trading volume, and value declined by 7.38%, 42.92%, and 47.44%, respectively, reaching 344.36 trillion points with a value of ₦6.61 million 

exchanged across 9,005 deals. UBA emerged as the most traded stock of the day, with 29.1 million units valued at ₦756 million.
